The library was awarded the LSTA grant for Innovative Use of Technology through 

the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction. The grant is administered federally 

by the Institute of Museum and Library Services. The intent of the grant is to de-

velop a wireless laptop lab to create a resource for community learning. It will con-

tain four laptop computers,  equipped with wireless capabilities and Microsoft Office 

products, and an LCD projector.  

In addition to educational programs and workshops, the library will establish open 

lab times for individual use while a knowledgeable staff member or volunteer is on 

hand to assist patrons in using the equipment. When the lab is not in use, individu-

als may use the laptops within the library to avoid being put on the waitlist for the 

public Internet desktop stations.  

Computer classes and a variety of workshops will be offered through partnerships 

with local individuals and organizations. Topics may include basic skills, genealogi-

cal research, Internet safety and job skill training.  

If you are interested in enrolling in a computer course or job training workshop at 

the library, please call ahead to register or have your name added to the waiting list.
